Every year | wonder what | will do for a Lenten
discipline. Not that one has to do a discipline. | happen to
believe that if | can select something to keep my focus on my
relationship with God more closely, then | will experience a
more meaningful Easter at the end of the forty days. The
history of Lent has evolved over time and through the
interpretation of various practitioners. The three classic
Lenten disciplines are: alms giving for the poor, praying and
fasting with the purpose that the discipline will bring
amendment of life. Amendment of life in a way that you will
grow in your spiritual relationship with God. It would be good
to make a plan for you personally or for your family before
Ash Wednesday.

The historical roots of
Perhaps some found their faith or spirituality shrinking as the
early Christians found themselves further and further away
from the lives of Jesus and the disciples. Fasting during Lent
began early as a means of preparation for those who were to
be baptized at the Easter Vigil. As time passed, fasting was a
discipline for many Christians. How many days or hours the
fast was to last changed over time and varied among
different Christian groups. The type of discipline varied, from
avoiding meat or other foods, to eating only bread. During
one era, if St. Patrickoés Day
could consume meat i no one would expect the Irish to skip

Organ Update: We are now expecting the reeds and their wind chests to arrive this month from

Brooklyn. The same company working on those pipes is also handling the final voicing work. However,
each week has brought additional sounds for Doug VanDenBerg (pictured below at the new console) to

discover even before the reeds arrive. The swell shades that help the organist increase or decrease

sound on the swell manual are installed, but not yet working.

Next month, we'll do some FAQ6és on pipe organs, but b

November 1964 - contract signed with Lewis & Hitchcock Organ Company to build a pipe organ

May 1966 - dedication recital held for organ with 555 pipes, 8 ranks, with design for eventually 1,562
pipes

August 1970 and 1971 - additional pipes added to bring size to 957 pipes, 12 ranks

More additions in 1974, 1978 and 1982, bringing the total size to 1,574 pipes, 24 ranks

1996 -1997 - work was undertaken to correct failing or unsafe parts

August 2003 - HT Organ Task Force began work as organ components continued to fail and it became
clear that major action needed to be taken. Space constraints also made it difficult to maintain and
tune the existing organ

June 2004 - Organ Task Force report completed and congregation voted to accept its recommendations

December 2008 - contract signed with Di Gennaro - Hart Organ Company to build new pipe organ with
1,364 pipes, 25 ranks
