The answer is d. all of the above. Law and gospel are

always connected to God’s word. God brings them to you

in the Bible, in preaching, in the sacraments, and in all
kinds of daily activity. If you listen closely you will hear
God speaking both law an gospel.
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2. The answer is c. promise. If what you are hearing in the Bible, preaching, etc.
tells you what Christ promises you — without any action on you part - then the
gospel is present. The gospel brings sinners mercy and life through Christ. We
celebrate the forgiveness that we receive through baptism and look forward to the
promise of eternal life in Christ.

3. The answer is d. sinners. Yes, that is all of us. We all live in need of Jesus, be-
cause we
have fallen short and cannot keep the law. All the baptized are recipients of God’s
grace and love. The gospel says “You are forgiven.” “Jesus died for you.” In
church when you receive communion the pastor or assisting minister states “"The
body of Christ given for you” and the blood of Christ, shed for you.

4. The answer is d. All of the above. Law and gospel can’t be defined strictly but for
the law, listen for the “should” and for the gospel listen for the “promise” . They
are the ways we experience the following: God working continually to confront and
put to death the “you” that turns away and puts your trust in other things. When
the law does its work, that’s what God is doing. God also working continually to
create a new faithful person in you. When the gospel does its work, that’s what
God is doing.

It is only when the law stops us from thinking we can make life work out on our own
that we become open to hearing God’s promises. Listen in the sermons over the next
several months for the law and the gospel. One of my professors of homiletics
(preaching) insisted that we clearly articulate the law and gospel in each sermon.
Some Sundays it is not always clear but it is always there. For the law listen for the
“should” and for the gospel listen for the “promise.”
